Randy “Skeeter” Johnson – Guitar, Keyboard, Bass, Vocals

Randy began playing guitar in his teens.  A steady diet of southern rock, blues, country, and beach music provided him with the base from which his talents have grown.  Randy’s guitar skills are the result of many hours of practice, but he has a natural knack for southern rock and blues solos.  Randy also pulls quite a bit of background vocal duty for the band.  For years, Randy and Shannon played together as a duo.  This afforded them the opportunity to blend their voices into tight harmony.  That forms a solid foundation on which much of the band’s vocal sound is built.

Clay King – Saxophone, Keyboard, Guitar, Flute, Vocals

Clay grew up and trained in the Washington, D.C. metropolitan area.  After schooling and regional performance experience in the capital area, he moved to North Carolina to continue his studies. There he continued his performance work with various beach music and variety bands, including Big John Thompson and the Rhythm Brothers, Johnny Dollar, and most recently, the Embers.  Clay plans to finish his schooling to obtain a degree in music therapy.

Danny Haymore – Drums, Vocals

Danny began playing professionally in 1970.  Since then, he has played all over the east coast with several different bands including a twelve-year run with Soul Masters (later re-named The Men of Soul).  As a result of the combination of natural talent and 35 years of playing experience, Danny has become an expert at providing a strong drive for the band’s rhythm section.  That same drive keeps the dance floor packed.  Every band needs a solid groove and Danny really lays it down!

Jeremy D. Boomhower – Trombone, Trumpet, Bass, Guitar, Keyboard, Vocals

Jeremy is one of the most talented players you’ll find anywhere.  He has a Bachelors of Music in Tuba Performance and Music Composition from UNC Chapel Hill.  Jeremy has performed with many bands from the Chapel Hill area including 40 Ounces, The Likeables, and Stratocruiser.  His studio work has been extensive, as well. Black & Blue is well known for its extensive repertoire and classy presentation.  In 2003, he returned to the public performance scene when he joined Johnny Dollar, remaining there until 2005.

Vincent is known not only for his playing talents and tremendous vocal range, but also for his ability to keep the audience involved in the show.  He says, “Crowd participation is not expected.  It’s not required.  It’s INEVITABLE!”  Vince doesn’t let any opportunity to connect with the audience escape.
